e DL gave an overview of latest HAUC(England) meeting —

o DfT about to award Lane Rental analysis contract — Kent CC
will do its own analysis.

o SRoH is in a state of flux & debate has now moved beyond the
John Moore report. DH to provide a list of SROH WG reps.

o New Permit Regs go live on 1/10/15. DfT/ Industry to work out
how to make it work regarding legalities & practicalities.

o Streetworks Accreditation — process will change as of 6/4/15
but no details available yet.

o DL not aware of any major ETON changes yet, as a result of
impending NSG changes.

o Next HAUC Conference will be Cardiff 2016.

e Rachel Walsh (Elgin) gave a presentation on Roadworks.org & an
overview of the available apps (Traffic Management App, Signage App,
Communications Management App).

e Sustainability: DH has no specific update, but is happy to take SRoH
related questions that can be fed into the SRoH WG.

e Sharing Good Practice: EW ran through the Clancy Docwra ‘recipe
cards’ based on the new Red Book. RC to send out copies with the
minutes. DL mentioned that the KLRS polymer binder initiative will be
going live soon. PD mentioned the KLRS Traffic signal trial & is
looking for suitable sites in Kent (static site for 2 weeks, under 2 way
lights). All to look for suitable sites in Kent.

e Performance: Surrey CC have put Openreach on an Improvement
notice. RHud has had issues with contractors parking on footway
resulting in safety issues, and asks all to report any vehicles found
parked on Network Rail asset.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

The Queens Walkway - EK mentioned the 63 bronze markers that will

be placed in the footway for a 6.3km route celebrating the queen

becoming the longest reigning monarch on 9/9/15. Sondes will be

placed underneath, and these will be designated as SED’s.

JP discussed 2 FPN’s that have been raised by Surrey CC regarding

SEPS Model Condition 190, which she would like to take to arbitration.

These have been issued due to the Operative having insufficient

knowledge of the Permit conditions on site. DL will take forward & will

need 2-4 cross industry reps to investigate.

JP raised issue for noticing for private works where their ETON system

will not allow for a notice to be raised without a USRN. West Berkshire

want a permit for a PROW (without a USRN) and a permit for a private

street (which has a USRN). EW mentioned that Bentley have added

Private USRN’s in the past, to enable a notice to be sent, but most HA’s

are not that concerned. For it to be uniquely populated on ELGIN would

need HA agreement. RHud usually notifies on nearest USRN available,

with ‘for information only’ added as comment. SEHAUC agreed should

be ‘by best endeavours’ e.g. paper notice or card issued.

DC mentioned the work she is carrying out on competition &

connections.

RHud asked when HA’s using scheme conditions will be moving to the

National Conditions? DL confirmed can use National Conditions in

Kent now, and Surrey will migrate in October.

ED mentioned that Wokingham is now part of SEPS & thanked all for

working with them.

KO will take away comments from Emma & Robert regarding

transitional arrangements to National Conditions.

Rachel Walsh raised three points of AOB as below:
